4. Summary of citizen participation process and consultation process

Citizen and stakeholder participan is a critical process in the development of the Plan and are a

meaningful public participation during the planning process. This included broad consultation w

public and private agencies that provide programs, outreach, or services to those that are under 80% of

less of area median income. Some of these public and private agencies represented:

affordable/subsidized housing providers; homelessness preveamahintervention efforts; and health

and public/human services.

Input from a broad range of citizens and advocacy groups were collected during the development of the
Plan. The public was encouraged to participate through multiple modes, including a campmuni
guestionnaire (hard copy and electronic), public hearings (2), public meetings (2), and receipt of written
comments regarding the Plan. This process concluded with the final public hearing for Mayor and City
Council to adopt the plan. HCD used: legdiaes, website updates, email outreach, the Boise City/Ada
County Continuum of Care, CDBG Public Service subrecipients, and other communication methods.
These varied and wideeaching methods provided notification of public opportunities to participate in

the development process. Input from citizens was used to determine the priority needs aneéve

goals to meet these needs.

5. Summary of public comments

The City received many public comments about the Consolidated Plan and Annual Action Plang at publi
meetings and through written submissions either before or during the public comment period. A
summary of comments, whether the comment was accepted or rejected, and why a comment was
rejected is included as an attachment to this plan.

Most comments wergelated to the new IDIS Consolidated Plan format/layout and frustration in
reading through the documents. A few constituents requested a longer public review period than HUD
requires or rewritten and reformatted documents.

The Homeless Coalition and mbers of this coalition provided oral and written comments expressing
frustration that funding was going to serve populations other than homeless persons. The group was
active in public meetings when gathering input for the Fiigar Plan. Their comment®re used along

with other data to create the final Fiv€onsolidated Plan and Annual Action Plan. While members felt
that the two plans were inconsistent; the Annual Action Plan is aya@e plan for expenditures and is
based on current capacity, projeptpeline, and needs. Annual Action Plan projects were chosen that
meet Priority Needs identified in the Fi@onsolidated Plan.
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Comments were also received about responses to specific IDIS template questions. These comments are
included in the Appendix.hE City considered these comments and additional suggested edits or
narrative changes as a final Fi@ensolidated Plan was completed.

6. Summary of comments or views not accepted and the reasons for not accepting them

The Consolidated Plan and Annual éwtiPlan must follow the HUD document format. Each draft
document followed the required format. Draft documents also included additional information, data,

and analysis beyond the minimum requirements from HUD. Requestsftomat the document were

not acepted on the basis that HUD requires grantees to follow the IDIS format when writing the Five
Year Consolidated Plan and Annual Action Plan. Requests to extend the public comment period or to re
write the document and rgost a new draft document were ashot accepted for this reason. This

would ensure that final documents are submitted to HUD in a timely fashion. Citizens were provided
adequate time (43 days) to submit written comments that were considered when producing the final
FiveYear ConsolidateBlan.

The Homeless Coalition and members of the Coalition requested that HUD funds be targeted to

homeless assistance. The request to only fund homeless assistance is not accepted. The City must use

HUD funding to provide housing and services to a vadgepopulations. Housing and services selected

address priority needs identified in the FYear Consolidated Plan. The City has set Goals that address
homelessness, including:

Additionally, the city of Boise (City) is the supportive agency for the Boise City/Ada Cauwtityuum of

Care (CoC) that receives McKinnto funds that are focused on homelessness. This plan

complements and aligns priorities with CoC strategies.

A comment was made that consultations did not include key informants who could speak to the needs
of homeless persons. Key Informant Interviews were conducted with many agencies and service
providers, including providers who work with homeless individuals and households, therefore this
comment is not accepted.

Comments were made that public meetingddeo gather input on needs did not allow for true input.

At public meetings, data and survey results were presented in a consistent manner that allowed public
input. Other input from these meetings, public hearings and written comments were considerad whe
creating draft Fiveyear Consolidated and Annual Action Plans; and the finaMé&ae Consolidated and
Annual Action Plans. Therefore, this comment is not accepted.
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A comment was submitted that because the City hired consultants who facilitated pesdioss, the

plan was not developed by local people. This comment is not accepted. The plan has been developed by
the City with assistance from a contractor and considering input, data and insights from a wide range of
local organizations and individuals.

Poverty

The recently completed Housing Needs Assessment indicates that Census Blocks between primary
transit corridors (i.e. Fairview Avenue, Overland Road and State Street) have higher percentages of
minority residents than other areas of Boise. These resideatéds are closer to automobitentric
commercial corridors with lower housing values and costs, which are attractive to lower income
households.

The following table provides information about Boise residents living in poverty fron;2008. The

number d persons in poverty has grown from a total of 15,277 (2000) to 32,209 (2013) according to

data from the American Community Survey. The poverty rate, or percent of persons in poverty, has also
increased from 8.4% to 15.6% of the total population.

(2000) to 18.7% (2013). The number of seniors aged 65 and older who are living in poverty has increased
from 1,325 (200) to 1,773 (2013); thereby increasing the rate of poverty among seniors, as well.

Homeless Students

Estimate the number and type of families in need of housing assistance for families with
children andthe families of veterans.

The January 28, 2015 Boise City/Ada County Continuum of Care PIT count identified 126 veterans
experiencing homelessness during the count. Of those, 112 were sheltered and 14 were unsheltered.
The majority of VA/HUD Supportive Hing (VASH) participants are single males and 14% of VASH
Voucher holders in Boise are female veterans according to the Boise Veterans Administration (VA).
Veteran families experiencing homelessness are also eligible for VASH vouchers and are ofteh referre
by shelters where they may be separated from each other. According to the Boise VA, some families
report sleeping in their vehicles when they first present at the VA for housing and health care assistance.
There are approximately 11 Veteran families wathidren who are currently under lease in the
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HUD/VASH program in Boise. The BCACHA and the Boise VA Medical Center are the primary partners in
the VASH program. They (along with several other providers of housing and healthcare services) stated
that the VASH vouchers are becoming increasingly difficult to utilize in thlag@ime frame. The Boise

VA notes the average length of time it takes for VASH voucher holder to obtain housing is 120 days
(which is the maximum allowed under HUD regulations). Vetrmho are not successful in finding
landlords/owners who will accept the VASH voucher in this time period end up having to relinquish the
voucher and reapply. Given the historically low vacancy rate and competition for rental units, timely
utilization of VASH vouchers is significantly more challenging. At least 30 VASH voucher holders working
with the Supportive Housing Innovative Program (SHIP) are currently unable to obtain suitable rentals.

Recent increases in monthly rental rates and reduced inverdbwacant affordable housing units is
exacerbating the problem for families and individuals with poor credit. There is an inadequate supply of
rental housing with restricted rents in Boise. Affordable rental housing units owned by the City and
Boise City/#la County Housing Authority do not meet the growing demand for housing for families with
children and families of veterans. All homeless providers interviewed cited a lack of affordable rental
housing units and transportation as the top two barriers favdimcome populations.

The table above shows the numbers of children in the BSD identified as homeless during the school year
20142015 (to date). The chart shows where they were staying while homeless and breakdown of
children by high school, middle schpelementary school, and children under age 5. Data from the BSD
that shows 415 homeless students documented as of December 2015. Of those students, 321 (or 77%)
were doubledup with relatives or friends.

Describe the Nature and Extent of Homelessads/ Racial and Ethnic Group.

The table above illustrates the race and ethnicity of the Boise City/Ada County homeless population as
counted on the night of January 28, 2015 in the HUD required categories. The majority of unsheltered
and sheltered homelesselfreported as white and no#lispanic. There were 39 sheltered and four (4)
unsheltered persons counted who identified as Black or African American. There were 26 sheltered
homeless persons counted who reported as American Indian or Alaska Native} agybited being
multi-racial.

Describe the Nature and Extent of Unsheltered and Sheltered Homelessness.

The Boise City/Ada County Continuum of Care PIT tabulates sheltered and unsheltered persons by sub
population categories required for Finéear Cosolidated Plans by HUD. The PIT indicates that 674
persons (or 89%) were sheltered and 81 persons (or 11%) were unsheltered. There were seven (7)
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chronically homeless families identified during the count and two (2) persons counted who reported to

have HV/AIDS. Eightnine (89) homeless individuals under the age of 18 were counted and 55 youth

Providers of homeless programs and services interviewed for the planning process stated two key
contributing issues. The first, a lack of Aenisis oriented mental health services. The seconegaing
difficulty in finding landlordshat accept housing vouchers, layered with low vacancy rates. These two
observable factors contribute to the local and regional homeless problem. All providers and
stakeholders interviewed indicated there is a substantial need to increase the inventpeyronent
supportive housing in Boise.

Weekly outreach efforts help to identify and support unsheltered homeless persons in Boise City/Ada

County. This outreach includes visit homeless shelters, soup kitchens, and known locations of

unsheltered homelesotengage with them and offer services. Two agencies provide advocacy and

mediation for unsheltered persons who have been previously sheltered and need assistance obtaining it
again.

Disabilities

The American Community Survey collects data related to disability status. In 2013, there were 22,913
residents with disabilitiesThese persons may have more than one-ssibrted disability. Hearing
disability was the most common in children under 5 years. In the 54gea¥old population, the most
common disability was a cognitive difficulty. For adults, the most common tigshivere cognitive,
ambulatory, and independent living difficulties. These disabilities can all require service enriched or
modified housing.

HUD provides CHAS (2012) data about disabled households by income range. The majority of
households with a disded household member fall within the highest income range, 80% AMI or higher.
The most common disabilities in the leand very lowincome levels were ambulatory, cognitive
limitations, and seltare limitations in BoiseAll of which may require supptive services.

HUD also provides CHAS data related to the number of households by income ranges that have specific
disabilities and at least one housing problem. Housing problems are defined as cost burdened, lacking
kitchen or adequate plumbing, or oveawding. In the city of Boise, this data shows that tinesome

renters with disabled household members and one or more housing problem, greatly outnumber

owners in these income ranges; they are also less likely to be able to afford higher quality hawdsing a

the other costs associated with caring for a disabled household member. For lower income disabled
households, access to transportation is often a problem in Boise, according to disability providers
interviewed for the planning process.

Seniors

Accordingo the Housing Needs Assessment (2015), the overall population of seniors in Boise/Ada
County is projected to increase from approximately 55,000 to 67,005 is a 27% increase over the

next ten years. Over half of seniors in Boise (that are 75 yea&ler) have a disabilityMost seniors

opt to stay in their homes and may be reluctant to accept government assistance. In addition, the
current inventory of Section 202 housing for seniors (301 units) is significantly less than existing present
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demand.The increasing senior population and growing desire for younger seniors to obtain additional
housing options are compounding factors.

CHAS data shows that 1,400 very-imaome elderly renters and homeowners have a housing problem,
as defined by HUD. Haag problems are defined as either lacking complete kitchen or plumbing
facilities, overcrowded, or as a cost burdened household. This highlights the need for increasing quality
housing options for very losincome seniors.

Describe the characterigts of special needs populations in your community:

Domestic Violence

On a national level, it is estimated that 19.3% of women and 1.7% of men have had forced sexual
contact in their life time according to The National Intimate Partner and Sexual Vid@emeey, Division

of Violence Prevention at the CDC. According to this study, women are more likely to be victims of
intimate partner violence. Since 2011, 8.8% of women and .8% of men have experienced intimate
partner violence in the past 12 months. In120 the same study estimated that 43.9% of women and

(WCA) in Boise provides shelter and a variety of other psychosocial supportive services for this
population. It is pursuing additional housing resources for victims of domestic abuse and sexual assault.
The Avenues for Hope Social Media campaign was recently launched to increase financial resources for
communitybased housing providers to increase safei$ing options for this population.

Mental lliness

According to the 2015 Prevalence of Mental lliness in the U.S Study, conducted by Congressional

Research Services, there are 41,773 adults (or 24.8% of the population) in Boise with some form of
mentalillness. Of those, 9,769 (or 5.8%) have a serious mental illness. While most persons with mental

illness do not need specialized services and housing; some with serious mental illness experience
employment challenges and may need significant support, abdidized housing. The same study

estimates that 5,700 adolescents in Boise (or 40.3% of adolescents) have some type of mental iliness

and 1,132 (or 8% of the population in this age group) have a serious mental illness. Providers

interviewed reported thanon-crisis related mental health services are scarce in Boise. This is due to low
funding levels from the State of Idaho. The Keizer Family Foundation (2013) reviewed mental health

funding by state.

Numbers were then calculatdaly CSI to estimate the problem within Boise; people who engage in binge
drinking behaviors within the geographic area account for 14.8% (or 25,000) of the population in Boise
City/Ada County. Approximately 5% of the population (or 8,400) people are heaxy af alcohol. lllicit

drug use encompasses 4% (or 6,900) persons in the geographic area as calculated by CSI. There are
special challenges for people with substance use disorders in obtainingrisisirelated services and
affordable housing. For dugdtiiagnosed individuals (those with mental health and substance use
disorders) there are not enough affordable housing units available. Even-diggdiyosed homeless

veterans with VASH vouchers find difficulty in locating a landlord who will accepvithaiher. Terry

Reilly, a community health clinic, provides a variety of health and supportive resources. Terry Reilly also
manages Allumbaugh House, a detoxification center, that is collaboratively funded by public and private
entities. Reported data demaitrates that over half of the patients in detox, are homeless. Without

longer term housing options at time of discharge, recovery is less attainable. In more competitive rental
markets, those with substance use disorders and/or poor rental histories ssdikely to be able to

obtain housing.

Refugees

The Housing Needs Assessment (2015) reported over 7,000 refugees (or 2,736 households) have

challengs and have unigue needs. Necessary services for refugees include helping them to learn a new
language, employment skills, and assistance in obtaining jobs that support their families. Expanding

providers interviewed for this study. Data from the Housing Needs Assessment (2015) concludes that
only 5% of the affordable housing inventory in Boise has four or more bedrooms. This may create
additional housing ltallenges for refugee families accustomed to intergenerational living. The low

housing vacancy rate and rental housing costs are among the most pressing issues for refugees in Boise.

The Housing Needs Assessment (2015) and data from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC), report the total number of cumulative cases of AIDS in Boise was 817; with asreceofdl8.

The number of new cases for the previous three years wad88.rate of new cases per 100,000

persons was 2.1 according to the same study (CDC). The number of persons living with HIV was 843 with
area prevalence (per 100,000) was 32. Theltotanber of AIDS only cases (PLWA) was 411. The

number of new HIV cases reported last year was 28 according to the same study. Housing and health
care organizations interviewed for this study who serve people living with HIV and AIDS stated that
housing ad transportation are barriers, as is finding landlords who are willing to accept housing

vouchers for people with HIV/AIDS.

Boise is experiencing significant population growth. Increases in traffic, demands on public water and
sewer facilities are increasing due to both new residential construction and commercial development.

This identifies work plans for General Funds and
other revenue sources and/or financing. In addition to the Capital Improvements Plan, a comprehensive
Residat Survey was conducted to provide Boise residents the opportunity to provide input on public
facility needs and other City services.
